*) The organizer may admit players who do not meet the ranking criterion (Open A), provided 

that they pay the entry fee increased by 50%. 

Players with a GM, IM, WGM title pay no entry fee. 

In each group, at least 10% of participants will be awarded. 

The amount of remaining prizes will be announced before the third round of the tournament. 

Money prizes are given in gross amounts. According to Polish law, prizes up to 2000 PLN are 

untaxed, while a 10% tax applies on all other prizes.

5. Tournament rules 

Current FIDE rules apply.  

Any player who arrives at the chessboard after the default time – 30 minutes – shall lose the 

game. 

Players are not allowed to use, nor to carry with them in the playing venue, electronic devices not 

authorized by the arbiter, such as mobile phones, tablets, laptops or any other equipment which 

makes it possible to communicate (or to analyse chess games). Disabled mobile phones may be 

deposited before the round. 

All tournaments will be played in the Swiss system over a distance of 9 rounds. 

Time control: 

➢ Wroclaw OPEN A, Wroclaw OPEN B - 90 min/40 moves + 15 minutes for the rest of the 

game with an increment of 30 seconds per move, starting from move 1 

➢ Wroclaw OPEN C - 60 minutes + 30 seconds from move 1 for all the game 

➢ Wroclaw OPEN Kids - 30 minutes + 30 seconds from move 1 for all the game 

➢ Adolf Anderssen Memorial - 10 minutes + 5 second increment from move 1 for all the 

game. 

Following tournaments will be FIDE rated: Adolf Anderssen Memorial (rapid chess), Wroclaw 

OPEN A, Wroclaw OPEN B and Wroclaw OPEN C (classical chess). 

Players are allowed two half-point byes in rounds 1-7, provided they give adequate notice and 

sign the bye-request paper by the arbiters’ table, at the latest, before the end of the previous 

round.

If this is not the case, please contact the office before 

registration deadline.
